CLASS 7		FAMILY PONY


		Riders any age, horse or pony not to exceed 15.2hh.  To be ridden by two


		members of the same family, leading rein permitted.  The first rider to ride 


		round, the second rider  to independently perform a short show, this will


		include a small jump.

It is a condition of entry that each entrant agrees to indemnify the organisers against any claim for loss, damage or legal action.





Please do not muck out trailers and horseboxes in the car park and please clear up after your horses.





Please note that the paddock fencing is electrified and must be deemed to be turned on at all times.





No horses and ponies under  the age of 4 years old are to be ridden.





Entry fees will only be refunded on production of a vet or doctors certificate within 2 days of the date of the show.





Children must be properly supervised at all times.





No lungeing in the warm up area.





No cantering or galloping around the show site.





Correct riding attire must be worn.  Hats to BS EN 1384 or PAS 015 with harness properly adjusted and fitted MUST worn by anyone mounted and anybody handling a horse or pony in the ring, whether a competitor or not, failure to do so will incur elimination.





We reserve the right to cancel or change any class without notice.





Dogs are permitted on the showground as long as they are kept under control and on a lead and please 


clear up after them.
